Horse owners need to communicate with their veterinarian 
about all of their horse health concerns, including the use 
of medications. An equine veterinarian should always be 
involved in the treatment decision making process. 

Before talking with their veterinarian, owners should consider:

n Requesting an FDA-approved drug or generic 
   equivalent when available for the treatment 
   of their horse’s condition.

n When no FDA-approved pioneer or generic drug 
   exists, consult their veterinarian to determine 
   what potential risks may be associated with a 
   compounded product.
